In July a Michigan Action
Project (MAP) Alert was
sent out to members urging
Attorney General Mike Cox
to join other Great Lakes
states filing suit against the
EPA. The sut was to force
the EPA includc the releasc

of ballast water as a
permitted activity under the
Clean Water Act,

Less than one week (and
over 500 faxes) after the
alert was released, Attorney
Gieneral Cox announced his
decision to have Michigan

join the suit. We cannot
say the faxes from MAP
members were the only
reason Mr. Cox made the
decision to oppose his
President and act to protect
the Great Lakes; but we
believe that over 500

citizens contacting their clected
official made a huge impact,
